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“Let’s go along the Moyka, along the Moyka...”: A literary excursion
based on the poem by A.S. Kushner

Abstract. The article proposes a methodological development of an excursion based on A.S. Kushner’s
poem “Let’s go along the Moyka, along the Moyka...” (1970-1971). The poem about the Moyka is unique
as here a whole panorama of the sights that the lyric hero meets on the way while walking along

the embankments passes before the reader. During the excursion, the teacher and their students are
supposed to synchronously read poetry and get acquainted with the St. Petersburg sights located along
the banks of the Moyka River and mentioned in the text of the poem (the Field of Mars, Pushkin Museum-
Apartment, Yusupov Palace, etc.). At the same time, the artistic specificity of the poem is revealed,

the peculiarities of its lyrical plot (the dynamics of the walk growing from one verse to another),

the poet’s choice of some urban toponyms and the omission of others is motivated; the literary
associations that arise in the text are also commented, and other works by Kushner that are thematically
close to this poem are involved. The purpose of the proposed literary excursion is to expand the poetic



horizons of students, acquaint them with the architecture of St. Petersburg and integrate various
academic subjects (literature and art history). The excursion is intended for students of the seventh and
eighth grades, but it can be reoriented to older or younger students. This excursion can also be virtual:
the Internet allows, thanks to Yandex-panoramas or Google-panoramas that create the effect

of presence, “walk along the Moyka” without leaving the classroom and being anywhere in the country.
With the virtual version of the excursion, the teacher has an opportunity to ask their students to prepare
short reports about the buildings mentioned in the text of the poem by A.S. Kushner.
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
