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Synoptic reading: From theory to practice

Abstract. A distinctive feature of modern society is the mass introduction of digital communications
into various spheres of life: economy, education, culture, services, etc. As a consequence of this
process, there is an active spread of various reading practices in the cultural and educational space
today, which are brought to life both by “differently” organized texts and methods of presenting,
“distributing” and reading these texts on different media. Synoptic (extended) reading, with which

the article deals, is one of such practices. Its peculiarity is that it is focused on reading digital and paper
texts along the trajectory consciously or spontaneously determined by the reader: 1) cross-selection



of interrelated texts or 2) synchronously several different texts, including from different media, paper and
electronic ones. The synoptic reading requires certain skills from the reader: to build interaction with

the content, to switch from one text (as well as media) to another when working with multiple sources
without losing the purpose of reading, to master different reading strategies, etc. These reading skills
must be taught at school. And hence, the authors appeal to an important pedagogical task — teaching
synoptic reading to students, future teachers of literature. It is proposed to teach this reader’s practice
in classes related to the preparation for creating a commentary on a classical text. The work includes
several stages, each of which has its own tasks and is aimed at developing in future teachers of literature
the ability to combine several streams of text perception from paper and digital media, as well as at their
mastering the professional discourse, this allows us to consider the synoptic reading as a practice that can
be attributed to vocation-focused reading.
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
