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The Easter Holiday through the eyes of children in memoirs
at the turn of the XX century

Abstract. The author focuses on comprehending the memoirs of the Russian literature
at the turn of the XXth century, which illuminate the perception of the customs of the Russian
Orthodox life by their creators, the celebration of the Easter Sunday in particular. The purpose
of the work is to analyze the process of the Easter comprehension by children in all
the “simplicity and innocence” of a child’s heart. Methodologically, the article is based
on a comprehensive approach, which includes the use of biographical, historical-cultural,
and historical-literary methods. The study of the works selected allowed us to conclude



the following: 1) the Easter holiday caused special excitement in children, overflowing
their souls with a sense of discovering new life sensations and experiences; 2) the pages
of children’s memories of the Great Day are illuminated by the light of kindness and love;

3) the brightest moments in its expectation and solemn meeting were imprinted in children’s
memory: pre-Easter worries, emotions in connection with the first matins, festive divine
service with temple singing, bell ringing, national rejoicing and much more; 3) a special place

in the memoirs is occupied by stories about the preparation of the Easter table, about its main
attributes, about the variety and richness of treats; 4) the authors of the books pay attention

to the hospitality, welcome of Russian people, their concern for their neighbor; 5) in children’s
responses Easter is presented not only as a family, but also as a national holiday, in which

there were a lot of fun entertainments, entertaining games and gifts; 6) the impressions
received in childhood influenced the personal qualities of the authors of the memoirs,
their attitude to faith, and the choice of a life path. The emotional impulses and feelings
experienced by children those days played an important role in the development of their
moral foundations, raised in their consciousness the very feeling of the Motherland, with only
her inherent gift to understand and preserve the Orthodox shrines in such a way, seeing true
spiritual values in them.
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
