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Fascinating Alexander Grin: Developing a spiritual and moral hearing

Abstract. The authors of the study provide a systematic analysis of a literary work as a whole, examining
its constituent aspects that come together to form a single internal form at both the semantic and
structural levels. This research aims to identify the elements of an author’s individual style that contribute
to the creation of the work’s inner form. The main research method employed is the comparative-
historical approach developed by F.I. Buslaev in Russian science. The study of the inner form

of V.F. Humboldt’s, developed by A.A. Potebnya, A.F. Losev, and Yu.l. Mineralov at different times,

is used at both the word level and higher levels such as story and genre. The research tools

are complemented by A.F. Losev’s dialectical studies on “the image of the image” and “the image



of the idea”, as well as P.N. Sakulin’s concept of “the style of the era”. The inner form of a story-féerie

is organized through a set of components, including an intriguing plot, a happy ending, and exotic
character names create a romantic atmosphere. The mutual reflection and interconnection of name
semantics, author’s genre, and character system together form the image of the author’s idea. The artistic
setting of the work is multi-component, created by the aforementioned semantic plans and accentuated
by associatively rich details: a toy boat, wine, and symbolically mentioned canvases crystallize the image
of “Scarlet Sails”.
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
