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Image of the sun in the Northern text of Russian literature for children

Abstract. Purpose of the study: the article is an experience of systematizing the corpus of works related
to the Northern Text of the Russian literature for children in which the image of the sun arises. On this
material, the author aims to identify for the first time the figurative-semantic and motivational features
of that segment of the artistic picture of the world of the Northern text of the Russian literature for
children which is associated with solar images. Methods: with the help of various types of literary
analysis of the text (chronotopic, motivational, mythopoetic, system-semantic), the article examines
the image of the sunin the works by N. Aurov, V. Borozdin, O. Bundur, N. Vurdov, N. Zhernakov,
Yu. Korinets, A. Mironov, M. Skorokhodov, S. Radzievskaya. Study results: having carried out

a comprehensive analysis of the artistic material, the author identifies two semantic versions of the image
of the sun. The first actualizes the semantic opposition “day — night”, is realized through the motif
of the unity of the world and the plot of the “sun celebration”. The second one is revealed through

the image of a white polar night and the motives of eternity, insomnia and the motif of the two worlds,
associated with the polar night. The research outcomes are the following: the image of the sun

in the works of the Northern text of the Russian literature for children occupies a significant place



in the artistic picture of the world, has a pronounced chronotopic (it is an important element

of the artistic space and time) and mythopoetic nature, and indicates the regional specifics of the image
of the world (the image of a white night). The stable nature of the motifs and plots (the plot of the “sun
celebration”), associated with the image of the sun, indicates the supertext nature of the Northern text
of the Russian literature for children.
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
