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Analysis of intertextual intermedial inclusions when preparing students
for the final essay

Abstract. One of the key tasks of modern literary education is the formation of reading literacy.

The reading literacy includes a holistic and multifaceted set of personal abilities, ready for versatile
practical realization. Such abilities include understanding, evaluating, using texts in a variety of ways,
thinking deeply about them and achieving goals in different areas of life on this basis. The development



of reading literacy is inextricably linked with the comprehension of works of literature studied

in the school curriculum in the context of history, philosophy, and culture. In these feature texts, there
are fragments directly depicting other types of art, and these fragments are revealed as various
intermediate allusions and inclusions. With the circumspect and systemic-activity approach, the analysis
of such intermediate inclusions in literature lessons is able to solve a number of important schooling,
educational and developmental tasks, including those of forming the value-semantic sphere

of personality. Facilitating the effective solving of the strategic task of developing the schoolchildren’s
reading literacy, the analysis of intertextual intermedial inclusions can at the same time enter the system
of preparing students for the final essay very effectively and appropriately. It is known that the third
section of the closed bank of the final essay topics is entitled “Nature and culture in human life”, and

it has a subsection "Art and man". Analytical understanding of the compositional, moral and aesthetic
functions of intermediate inclusions in the context of literary works by students will help them prepare
well for writing an essay on this topic. It will also become a solid support for the systematization

of their literarycentered understanding of the thematic areas “Spiritual and moral guidelines in human
life” and “Family, society, Fatherland in human life”. This article proposes and discusses some
methodological possibilities of such analytical work based on the material of works included in the school
curriculum of the 10th grade.
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
