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“Nothing must be spared for a good song”: Song and music lessons
by A.P. Gaidar

Abstract. 2024 is an anniversary year for A.P. Gaidar, children’s writer, warrior and defender

of the Fatherland. He saw the meaning of writing in cultivating high moral qualities in his young readers,
patriotic self-awareness, love for their Motherland, unshakable faith in its people, in the fact that they
themselves are its integral part, and the life of the country is their own destiny. The song and music
played a special role in introducing them to the main values of life in his works. The purpose

of the article is to identify images and motifs in songs and music in A.P. Gaidar’s work, to show their role
in revealing the images of characters, in reflecting the author’s principles and beliefs. Methodologically,
the article is based on an integrated approach that involves the use of historical-cultural,
historicalliterary, cultural and biographical research methods. The analysis of A.P. Gaidar’s works, diary



entries, letters, memoirs about him showed that love of musicis a significant peculiarity of the writer’s
personality, and the song and musical components are a characteristic feature of his style. In his works,
it manifests itself in the audible musical sounds, the realia of musical culture, in the rhythmic pattern
of his prose, and in its intonation sound. The writer used melodies and tunes of different nature.
Musical and song components in A.P. Gaidar’s works reflect the sound coloring of the era, convey

the life perception of the characters, reveal the author’s view of events, his position as an artist and

a citizen. They have an exceptional power of emotional influence on readers, thanks to which they still
tune their hearts to serve the highest values of life.
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
