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The theme of the war childhood in the story “Live help” by B.P. EkKimov

Abstract. The article examines a story by B.P. Ekimov’s which was written at the beginning of the new
millennium but narrates the fate of our contemporary who, as a child, survived the events of the Great
Patriotic War. The anniversary of the Great Victory allows the hero of this story to remember the forces
that helped the heroic defenders and civilian population of Stalingrad to stand up; he also recollects his
mother who saved his life. The author gives this hero the sense of “historical synchronicity” which allows
him at the same time to live in the present with its actual problems and in his military childhood that fell
to the difficult months of the defense of Stalingrad. Bright flashes of his disturbing memory are set side
by side with peaceful landscapes and portraits of his adult son and little grandchildren. Documentary and
literary sources help the author to complete those pictures of the past, they convey the child’s worldview,
which helps reconstruct objective situation and all the experiences in the 1940s. The historical and
functional method of the research makes it possible to show how the writer today actively continues and
updates literary traditions of the Russian prose about the Great Patriotic War created by A.P. Platonov,
V.P. Nekrasov, G.E. Nikolaeva and other participants of the war, as well as literary traditions

of the Russian “village” prose and “quiet” lyrics of the last century. The system method of the research
allows the researcher to demonstrate how the problems of war and peace, the problem of historical



memory, the problem of fathers and sons, which are relevant at any time and which are in the focus
of the writer’s attention these days, are realized at every level of the story “Live help”.
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
