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Khanty literature as a philosophy of worldview

Abstract. The article analyzes the uniqueness of the worldview reflected in the works of Khanty literature,
which is considered as the main condition for the creative realization of the individual both in terms

of the capabilities of the individual and at the level of the artistic worldview of the people as a whole. This
aspect of the study of the corpus of texts of national literature is one of the effective approaches that
allows us to determine the techniques and means of realizing the creative individuality of the artist

of the word, both as a single phenomenon and as a component element, a significant part of the artistic
culture of the people as a whole. The history of the development of artistic thinking of mankind testifies
that true creative expression should not correspond to dogma or a pre-prepared form. The search for
one’s own vision, understanding of what is happening invariably distinguishes a genuine creative



individuality, which is part of a certain general worldview, grounded in folk traditions, of understanding
of oneself in space and time. The presence of such an ability of artistic thinking for a unique worldview
attitude towards the world around us, on the other hand, is a force that contributes to both its adequate
assessment and positive self-esteem. As components of the originality of the worldview of the principles
that are directly influenced by the national mentality, native to the author, the work considers

the following: independence of views and non-conformity of judgments, the level of resistance

to uncertain situations, the development of artistic imagination, the preservation of ideological
information of the spiritual culture of the people, the independence of the artist’s views, the potential
readiness to violate the boundaries of what is permitted and established, originality and non-standard
solutions to the problem of displaying the world, both external and internal, resistance to uncertain
situations of both a personal and social nature.
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
