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Genre representation of the narrator’s position in I.L. Shcheglov-
Leontiev’s novel “The Gordian knot”

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to giving a brief outline of the life and work of a talented but
undeservedly forgotten writer from the circle of A.P. Chekhov, Ivan Leontyevich Leontyev, known under
the pseudonym of Shcheglov, and to analyze his debut novel “The Gordian Knot” which has not previously
been studied in the Russian literary criticism. The research methods are as following: a comprehensive
analysis of the novel was carried out using cultural-historical, structural-analytical and psychological
methods. The history of the creation of the novel, critical notes and reader reviews on his work

by the writer’s contemporaries are considered. The methods of representing the positions of the main
character are explored in the context of the complex genre nature of the novel which includes elements
of the diary genre, features of a morally descriptive satirical essay, a physiological essay in the spirit
of the natural school, a Russian psychological novel of the second half of the 19th century, and
vaudevillefarce inclusions. The realistic nature of the work, the use of psychological analysis and
introspection in the diary of the main character are considered. Based on the novel “Gordian Knot”,

the handwritten text of Shcheglov-Leontyev's play “The Matchmaking of Gorich”, prohibited

by censorship, and Shcheglov-Leontyev’s handwritten texts from the funds of the Manuscript
Department of the Institute of Russian Literature RAS were introduced into scientific circulation.

It is noted that Gorich’s diary includes ironic characteristics and satirical attacks on different social
groups of characters — both representatives of the lower classes and the aristocracy, officers. At

the same time, the growing tragic pathos of the hero’s notes sharply contrasts with the comic beginning
of the diary novel. The specific features of the novel’s personology are identified, including through

the comprehension of the lexical-semantic fields of the characters and of the features of literary
onomastics. The features of the poetics of F.M. Dostoevsky’s prose in the work of Shcheglov-Leontyev are
revealed: the vortex movement of events, the socio-psychological conflict of the hero with

the environment, the artistic study of his self-awareness, the determining role of the internal monologue
in creating the character’s image.
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
