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A. Keshokov’s poetry in the context of school literary education

Abstract. One of the key tasks of modern education is the integration of the student’s personality
into the system of national and all-Russian cultures. The solution of this problem is directly related

to the comprehension by schoolchildren of the cultural values contained in the literature of the peoples
of Russia. Based on these values, students develop a holistic view of the multinational artistic picture

of the world. A productive way of such comprehension is the method of integrated study of Russian
literature and poetry of the peoples of Russia. In the process of such work, students are able

to comprehend the harmony of the typical and peculiar in the verbal art. Students also enrich their inner



spiritual world with the multifaceted beauty and wisdom of the poetry of the peoples of Russia.
Therefore, it is appropriate to conduct extracurricular reading lessons and focus students’ attention
on the axiological and aesthetic dominants in the work of poets of the peoples of Russia. One can also
refer to the works of ethnic poets at the Russian literature lessons based on a comparison of similar
images and motifs. 2024 marks the 110th anniversary of the birth of the famous Kabardino-Balkarian
poet A. Keshokov. The article offers methodological material for an extracurricular reading lesson,
including an analysis of the figurative system, problematics, motifs, moral and aesthetic values and visual
and expressive means of his poetry. Using specific examples, the article also examines

the methodological possibilities of comparing A. Keshokov’s poems with works of Russian literature

in the school curriculum of grades 5—11. Such research activities are very fruitful for the formation

of a thoughtful reader, the development of analytical abilities, and the spiritual and moral education
of students.
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
