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The motif of Austrian treason in L.N. Tolstoy’s “War and Peace” and its
sources

Abstract. The article deals with the formation of the motive of Austrian treason in "War and Peace’.

It describes how the historical events of the 19th century (both at the beginning of the century and
in the middle of the century when Tolstoy wrote “War and Peace”) influenced the creation of the image
of Austria as a traitor to Russian interests. The present study uses the historical-genetic method and

the method of real commentary, as well as interdisciplinary theories such as the history of ideologies
and nation-building, and cultural mythology. The main historiographical sources are represented

by the works of A.l. Mikhailovsky-Danilevsky, whose works were widely used by Leo Tolstoy when
writing “War and Peace”. Tolstoy’s own letters and diaries also play an important role in the study

of the image of Austria in his epic. The present work is divided into three sections. The first compares



the fictional episodes of “War and Peace” in comparison with MikhailovskyDanilevsky’s description

of historical events. The second section analyses Austria’s foreign policy and its relations with Russia

(in particular, it describes the Hungarian Revolution of 1848, Austria’s position during the Eastern War
and the Polish Uprising of 1863, and the rivalry between Austria and Prussia). The third section focuses
on the formation of the image of Austria by public opinion in Russia, as well as on Tolstoy’s own
attitude towards this country. As a result of our research, we conclude that the events contemporary

to the creation of the novel were no less significant for the construction of the image of interest to
us than those that took place during the Napoleonic Wars. The image of Austria in “War and Peace”

is formed not only under the influence of the events of the Patriotic War of 1812, but also under

the influence of significant historical and social changes of the 1850s and 1860s.
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
