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The problem of development of emotional intelligence of
schoolchildren in the study of lyrical works

Abstract. The decrease in the motivation of schoolchildren to read and study lyrics at school raises
the problem of finding such methods, techniques, technologies that could open up a poetic text

to teenagers from an unexpected side and from an actual meaning. Realizing that lyrics, as the most
emotional kind of literature, resists a pragmatic applied approach and does not accept rational methods
of analysis, well-known methodologists have always been looking for such methods of studying poetic
text that would contribute to the emergence of emotional and aesthetic reactions of schoolchildren.



Therefore, the works of Russian methodologists who dealt with the problems of studying lyrics

at school are for the authors a methodological basis for solving the problem of developing emotional
intelligence. We proceed from the understanding that not every technology can be adequate and
appropriate when studying lyrics. Therefore, firstly, according to the authors, it is important to maintain
a balance of traditions and innovations in education, and, secondly, to look for tools for the development
of emotional intelligence that would not destroy the poetics of the lyrical text. The authors offer two
options for analyzing and interpreting different texts, adhering to their conceptual approaches to the use
of new technologies at a literature lesson, which can help the teacher avoid the possible risks

of inadequate understanding of the poetic text by schoolchildren and the erosion of its poetics.
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
