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Developing reading literacy in secondary schools in China

Abstract. The article examines the formation and modern features of the development of reading
literacy in China. Over several decades of the 20th century, China developed its education system
according to the USSR model, and the Soviet specialists provided significant support in the design and
development of the educational process in the PRC at all stages of education. Gradually, with

the development of the economy and China’s integration into the world, the country began

to implement reforms at all educational levels, including the development of students’ reading literacy.
Curricula have undergone a number of changes, and today, reading lessons have much broader goals and
tools for developing a variety of skills and abilities in students. The key goals in mastering the school
curriculum are the preservation of traditional heritage, following the spirit of the times and the formation
of a worldview. The strategy for teaching literacy and reading is built in the form of a kind of pyramid;

as children progress through it, they must master various types of reading, learn to analyze the material
they have covered, be able to build interdisciplinary connections and, thus, expand their horizons. Based



on interviews with teachers of various Chinese schools in several cities of the country, as well as after
researching a number of authentic materials on relevant topics, the author attempted to consider
the features of organizing reading lessons in modern Chinese primary schools. This experience may
be useful to Russian colleagues, as well as to anyone interested in organizing educational activities
in foreign schools.
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
