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Development of communicative culture of a reader and

the educational potential of literary criticism

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to show that in the process of forming the communicative culture
of students a teacher of literature should remember about literary criticism. The article briefly recreates

the history of the phenomenon of criticism in the Russian culture of the 18th century, suggests
questions for a problem-heuristic dialogue that allows determining the critic’s specific view of a literary



text. The method of scientific cognition in the article is historical and literary analysis. It gives

an opportunity to see the problems of M. Yu. Lermontov’s novel “A Hero of Our Time”, the style

of M.Yu. Lermontov and A.S. Pushkin as a phenomenon of the historical and literary process: to show how
the polemics around the novel “A Hero of Our Time” unfolded, how V.G. Belinsky defined the signs

of the poets’ style. The leading methodological technique in formulating tasks on the material of critical
statements is that of heuristic; it allows the teacher to stimulate the students’ intellectual activity.

The methodological outcome and practical result of our work are the tasks built on literary-critical
material. In the first task, critical statements appear as impulses for expressing one’s point of view,
formulating one’s opinion, and initiating a dispute. The situation of a dispute in the classroom can arise
due to the demonstration of opposite points of view on one text, in which case the pupil will have

to choose which of the critics to agree with and how to justify their position. The second task assumes

a two-stage implementation: in it, the element of heuristics (identification of the author’s style)

is replaced by a research approach to reading an artistic text, and then by reflection on the structure

of V.G. Belinsky’s statement. In conclusion, the article identifies the main problem that requires
methodological and scientific consideration at school and college: to form the communicative culture

of young readers, it is necessary to minimize the reproductive types of tasks on literary-critical material.
Today, when referring to critical articles, it is the tasks of heuristic, problematic, and research nature that
are required, initiating a lively dialog between the reader and the work of fiction.
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
