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Developing interpretive skills of seventh graders when studying M.Yu.
Lermontov’s poem “Angel”: An intermedial aspect

Abstract. One of the most important problems of modern theory and methodology of teaching literature
is the problem of understanding the interpretation of the work under study in its actual functional

meaning. Interpreting a literary text is one of the key levels of functional reading literacy and includes
a whole range of skills. The formation and development of the skills of interpreting a literary text is one



of the factors of the versatile growth of a developing personality, their understanding of the world around
and themselves in the world. At the same time, in the real practice of modern schools, purposeful work
on the formation and development of interpretative skills of schoolchildren actually begins and is carried
out in grades 8-9 only. As a result, students find it difficult and in most cases cannot extract cultural
information from a literary text or comprehend it in the context of the writer’s work and culture

in general. Therefore, for the full-fledged spiritual, moral and aesthetic development

of the studentreader, interpretative activity must be actively carried out in grades 5-7. At the same time,
it is very important to do this at the level of dialogue between texts of different types of art. In our
opinion, the intermedial inclusions present in artistic texts and containing descriptions of other types

of art can serve as productive material for such work. The proposed article considers one of the possible
options for the development of seventh-graders’ interpretative skills when analyzing the intermedial
elements of M.Yu. LermontoVv’s poem “Angel”. Using the example of this analysis, the methodological
model of the development of interpretative skills of schoolchildren developed by us is demonstrated.
This model involves analyzing the intermedial elements of a literary textin literature lessons.

It includes several stages: the stage of detecting intermediate elements in the text; the stage

of identifying and interpreting their intra-textual and extra-textual literary-centered and culturological
artistic functionality and symbolic meaning. As well as the stage of accompanying this analytical work with
intermediate illustrative material at the demonstration and interactive levels.
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
