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Value guidelines and productive technologies of modern philological
education: Dialogue of professionals

Abstract. The article contains an overview of a major scientific and social-pedagogical event that took
place in November 2024, the International Congress of Teachers and Lecturers of Russian Language
and Literature, dedicated to the 225th anniversary of the birth of A.S. Pushkin and held in a mixed
format at the Lomonosov Moscow State University. The article presents information about

the congress program, current issues of school literary and philological education related to Pushkin’s
legacy, discussed during the implementation of a set of forum events: plenary sessions, work

of sections, round tables, scientific and practical conferences, literary salon, discussion platforms.
The authors highlight conceptual issues of the philological education that are of the today’s teachers’
concern (the place of the Russian literature in the modern world, the possibilities of digital
technologies and artificial intelligence in teaching the Russian language and literature, continuous
pedagogical education and professional growth of a literature teacher, training of scientific and
pedagogical personnel in the field of the Russian language and literature, etc.) and, assessing

the challenges of the current situation, outline possible ways to solve them, noted in the speeches
at the International Congress of Teachers and Lecturers of Russian Language and Literature, confirm
the needto turnto the artistic heritage of the great Russian poet A.S. Pushkin in the domestic
pedagogical tradition to preserve the national identity. In conclusion, the authors conclude about
the scale of the event, which was ensured by an extensive program that allowed to discuss both
current problems of philology and philological education, and issues of general pedagogy, didactics,
psychology, library science, museology, etc.; participation of educational, scientific and cultural-
educational organizations from different regions of the country, near and far abroad; exchange

of experience, lively dialogues, meetings of writers and readers, teachers and mentors, heads

of scientific schools and young researchers.
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
