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Reading as the space of spiritual inheritance

Abstract. In the modern space of mass culture, it is more difficult than ever for a person to identify and
form a stable and consistent image of their own “I”: to see personal boundaries and guidelines, realizing
the gift of their uniqueness, and at the same time to feel national inclusion in the cultural and historical
plane of existence. In these conditions of digitalization, it is important to consider the reading space,
highlighting its property that influences the developing personality and understanding of oneself

in the system of one’s culture and tradition. Without updating this principle, the problem of lack

of interest in reading classical works will not be fully resolved. According to VCIOM (Russia Public Opinion
Center), in the last three months of 2023, 40% of Russians did not read a single book. At the same time,
reading is present in everyday interactions on the Internet. However, there is a huge difference between
reading fiction and non-fiction. The artistic world of books creates a special space (chronotope,

the experienced world of life), in which it is possible to live through life situations, thereby communicating
with the experience of ancestors and gaining the opportunity to inherit spiritual and cultural traditions.
The idea of the article is connected with the understanding of reading as a space of spiritual inheritance.



Based on the comparative historical method, we have shown that, immersing themselves in the world

of images and ideas, readers inherit the mentality of a particular artistic space, which is created by means
of the language of art. Such a view of reading is promising for the development of a methodological
approach aimed not only at educational goals, but also playing a decisive educational role.
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
