Abstract. The article introduces the perspective of the | and Il International Forums of teaching staff and
management personnel of educational institutions named after A.S. Pushkin “Pedagogy of A.S. Pushkin:
from the poet’s legacy to value-oriented technologies”. The article provides information about

the participants of the above-mentioned events, the programs of the two forums and topical issues

in the activities of educational institutions named after A.S. Pushkin, which were discussed during plenary
sessions, sectional work, round tables, scientific and practical conferences, workshops and literary living
rooms. Within the framework of the forums, particular attention is paid to scientific and methodological
conferences devoted to continuous philological and pedagogical education, digital transformation

of modern education, value-oriented technologies in shaping the educational environment of Pushkin
schools, including in the context of modern media culture. The authors of the article highlight the most
significant issues that are of great concern of the pedagogical community of educational institutions
named after A.S. Pushkin: the interrelation between the legacy of the great Russian poet and
methodological science and pedagogical practice; modern strategies for teaching the Russian language
and literature; teaching the Russian language and literature in a multicultural environment, including

in Russian schools abroad; modern approaches to professional training of a language teacher
