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Comparative study of M. Karim’s poem “My mother sang this song
to me” and Bashkir folk songs in grade 5

Abstract. One of the most important tasks, which should be achieved at a Literature lesson when
analyzing a piece of fiction, is students’ deep and holistic comprehending the value system of a literary
work. This task accomplishment is in the focus of the interpretation of the work under study within

a cultural context. Acquisition of moral and esthetic values of a work of fiction is much more effective and
increases the multidimensional development of a student-reader if the interpretative activity is carried
out on the level of historical and cultural generalizations, dialogue of cultures, dialogue of texts



of different types of art. The intermediate inclusions present in artistic texts containing descriptions

of other types of art can serve as fertile material for such work. The article considers a methodological
aspect of the axiological interpretation of the literary text by fifth graders when analyzing

the intermediate elements of M. Karim’s poem “My mother sang this song to me” in comparison with
Bashkir folk songs. This example shows how the analysis of intermediate elements contributes

to the penetration into the ideological and artistic structure of the work under study, identifying

the distinctive features of its poetics; the analysis enhances the emotional and associative perception

of a literary text, contributes to understanding the subtext, understanding the main idea, purpose and
aim of the text. The article shows that as a result of such an analysis, the diverse cultural development
of fifth graders is carried out. The study revealed that the analysis of the intermediate elements

of a literary text, thoughtfully introduced into the lesson system, helps to increase the overall level

of aesthetic and reading culture of students, stimulates the activity of their emotional sphere and creative
imagination, effectively affects their spiritual and moral development.
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
