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Designing review lessons on R.l. Rozhdestvensky’s oeuvre in the 11th
grade using the system of reading practices

Abstract. The article touches upon the acute Issue of new ways of introducing “digital children”

to reading. Analyzing modern sociocultural trends in the development of society and research

in the humanities, the author comes to the conclusion that it is necessary to create new technologies that
not only organize the process of reading in a literature lesson, but also make it a cultural act, i.e. a process



proceeding according to the laws of culture, allowing the student and teacher to feel the joy

of discovering the meanings of being. Based on the technology of multidimensional reading, this article
designs a system of reading practices that provides different ways to comprehend their dynamic integrity.
Three reading practices “Mosaic”, “Transfiguration”, and “Ascension” are described, where, at a new
stage in the development of the methodology, the methods and ways of analyzing a text (one’s creativity,
the epoch), ways of structuring the content at the lesson, and forms of students’ reading activity are
rethought. All the practices are subordinated to the same goal, but they differ in the tasks solved

by reading and the context involved in the analysis. Using the example of studying the topic “Oeuvre

of R.l. Rozhdestvensky”, all three reading practices are implemented. For the basic level, review lessons
of the modeling type are designed, in which synthesis is implemented not only at the substantive level
(text analysis, form and methods of presenting the material), but also in the organization of students’
research activities which leads to different levels and forms of generalization. For the major level, two
options are offered for studying the topic: using one reader’s practice (a more detailed analysis

of the poetics of texts and their subsequent generalization) or using practices in the system, which will
expand the studied material and introduce students to different ways of analyzing dynamic integrity. The
effectiveness of using reading practices is demonstrated by student works in which students’ reflections
correspond to the philosophical and aesthetic level of generalizations, and the communicative qualities
of speech indicate a high general cultural development.
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
