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Forms of literature classes in grades 5-7 based on students’ free
reading

Abstract. The article examines a significant methodological problem —the free reading of younger
adolescents in the literary education system. The author focuses on the specifics of free reading, which
is considered as a type of extracurricular reading closely related to syllabus reading and extracurricular
activities, and presents fragments of experimental work on testing the developed model for stimulating
free reading for students in grades 5-7, including: 1) monitoring the reading interests and attitudes

of younger adolescents; 2) using various reading stimuli, combining various forms of educational and
extracurricular activities in literature; 3) implementing various forms of communicative interaction
between participants in the educational process. The methods used were: theoretical analysis



of scientific publications on the problem under study; modeling; educational experiment; analysis

of student performance. The approbation of the presented model of pedagogical stimulation of free
reading for students in grades 5-7 in the literary education system allowed the author to come

to conclusions about the most effective forms of educational and extracurricular activities in literature
based on works from the set of free reading (extracurricular reading lessons, literary conversations,
project work as part of extracurricular activities to create a quest) and forms of communicative
interaction of participants in the educational process (library lessons using traditional and innovative
types of work (competition, quiz, quest, conducting bibliomics, bibliofreshes), bookcrossing, book flash
mobs and a “book carousel” together with parents). The constant monitoring of the reading interests
of younger teenagers made it possible to record the positive dynamics of their attitude to reading.
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
