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Antiquity and modernity (from the experience of teaching ancient
literature)

Abstract. In the article, based on the author’s many years of experience in teaching ancient literature,

it is proposed to highlight certain aspects that meet the needs of our time when studying a university
course on antiquity. The emphasis on certain names, phenomena, and processes in the article

is motivated by educational, aesthetic, and educational goals. In particular, the course material
emphasizes the need for primary attention to the development of ancient mythology and images, which
subsequently acquired the status of so-called eternal or age-old images. Special attention is paid primarily
to ancient Greek drama, examples of which continue to live an active life in theater and
cinematography. The article also expresses special attention to the personalities of outstanding
representatives of antiquity, Sophocles, Socrates, and Plato, who embody the ancient ideal

of kalokagathia, which is assessed as the most important factor stimulating the flourishing of ancient
Greek culture. On the example of the figures highlighted in the article, the spiritual potential



of influence is shown, which is inherent both in the moral character of the aforementioned playwrights
and philosophers and in their creations. The influence of ancient creators on the spirit and fate

of people of different times and cultures is shown in the article using the example of the German
archaeologist H. Schliemann and the Russian philosopher, authoritative researcher of ancient culture
A.F. Losev. The article emphasizes the importance of a general view on the fate of ancient civilization,
the basis of both its flourishing and gradual movement towards extinction and collapse. Particular
attention to the topic of the end of the ancient world is motivated by the similarity of the processes
taking place in the West in the modern era.
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
