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The inescapability of feat in the Russian literature and culture:
On the XXX Sheshukovsky readings

Abstract. The tasks of fiction have always been determined by the synergy of tradition and innovation, i.e.
communication of a higher, fundamental order, entailing secondary synapses of intersecting hierarchical
and egalitarian artistic models that interact in a special way during turning points in history. The times
of collecting stones, which are accompanied by the return of the original deep meanings, have always
been associated in Russian literature with the actualization of ideological attitudes associated with events



in Russian and world history that have acquired significant importance for the Russian people. This is one
of the reasons why the theme of the anniversary XXX Sheshukovsky Readings “Feat and Asceticism

in Russian Literature. On the 80th Anniversary of Victory” is once again receiving a stage-by-stage and
subject-matter sound. The conference has been counting its chronology since 1996 and has long had

a high scientific status at Moscow Pedagogical State University and far beyond its borders. For almost

a third of a century, the Sheshukovsky Readings have brought together scientists from different cities

in Russia, near and far abroad. The article briefly presents the problematic and publication historical
context of the conference and analyzes the content and issues of the reports of this year’s readings.
The timeliness and, synchronously, the timelessness of the general subject research perspective

of the readings are noted — it is the thematic specificity adjacent to the motives of heroic deeds and
asceticism in Russian literature, conceptually combined by military and historical reflection, that informs
its universal character. A special tone is found in the discourse and artistic categories of historical
memory, Russian sacredness, aesthetic and ethical education of generations, and national value systems.
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
