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Preserving “fathers’ glory” in B.L. Vasiliev’s short story
“The Magnificent Six”

Abstract. The purpose of the studyis to illustrate using specific artistic material that the preservation
of “fathers’ glory” has been the basis of the relationship between generations among many peoples since
ancient times. The article is the first to analyzes the short story by B.L. Vasiliev “The Magnificent Six”
(1980). The main research method is comparative historical. In the story, Vasiliev, using the example

of the fate of a front-line soldier, revealed the ways of degradation of the relationship between
generations under the influence of alien values and internal educational practices. The writer emphasizes
that only respect for the memory of ancestors and their exploits can become the basis for the education



of future generations. Based on cultural and historical elements, B. Vasiliev paints the image of a modern
man, for whom knowledge of history and attachment to the roots become the key to kindness and
humanity. The path to “fabulous humanity” is to return to the roots that folk wisdom will preserve for

a long time. Justice, mutual help and continuity rise to the level of fundamental elements that serve

as the basis for the health of society and its moral foundations. A person who honors his ancestors is able
to pass on this wealth to the next generations, taking care of the future. It is concluded that it was not
by chance that the veteran writer Vasiliev during the years of perestroika turned to writing works about
Vladimir Monomakh, prophetic Oleg, and Alexander Nevsky, the heroes who guarded the fathers’ glory.
Noticing the tendency to destroy the bond of generations and reflecting it in the story of the 1980s

“The Magnificent Six”, the writer advocated “fabulous humanity”, dismissing insensitivity to the pain and
care of another. According to B.L. Vasiliev, it is possible for contemporaries to “manage to live up

to the good”, following the folk tradition, where the elderly and children are relatives to everyone, and
provided they preserve the fathers’ glory which will reveal the “fabulous humanity” of each new
generation.
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
