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“Childhood’s star hours” in “The Moments” of Yu.V. Bondarev

Abstract. A writer and front-line soldier who came through the Great Patriotic War, Yu.V. Bondarev
brought into his work the very truth of life and the enormous spiritual experience of his generation.
Until the end of his days, he remained true to the ideals of his front-line youth, increasingly engaging
in direct conversation with the reader over time, inviting them to reflect on the most important values
in life. In this regard, his book of miniatures, “The Moments”, is especially significant. One of the most
important themes was that of childhood, the comprehension of which is the subject of this article. Its
purpose is to identify the dominant ideas about childhood for Bondarev, about the enduring value

of those qualities with which a child comes into this world, which all his teachers should not forget, but
which he himself should not squander. Methodologically, the article is based on an integrated approach,
including the use of biographical, historical-cultural, historicalliterary and phenomenological methods.
The analysis of the works allowed us to conclude the following: for the writer, a happy childhood

is the key to a person’s entire subsequent life, its foundation; it is the basis for the formation and
development of the emotional and aesthetic spheres of the child’s personality; the days of childhood are
the time of the child’s spiritual and creative growth; a small person is not a small quantity,



on the contrary, the world of childrenis the center of unique properties and qualities; family, adults are
responsible for creating conditions that are beneficial for those who start their lives; caring about

the construction of “the most fragile and highest temple in the world —the human soul”, Bondarev
used various possibilities of the miniature genre.
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
