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Art as a resource of human self-standing (for literature lessons based
on works about the Great Patriotic War)

Abstract. The authors address the traditional theme of the Great Patriotic War in school literary
education. The article offers a new perspective on the topic related to the urgent problem of human
coping during periods of extreme social upheaval. The authors justify the search for new aspects

of the war theme by the uniqueness of the general cultural and value consciousness, the life-meaning
orientations for modern adolescents, as well as the peculiarities of their perception of literature.

The authors are convinced that a Literature teacher should look for adequate and interesting “entry
points” to this difficult topic for a modern teenager. The authors explore the problem of a person’s
spiritual resources which help him not only to survive in difficult situations of war, but also to remain

the Man. The research methodology is based on works on aesthetics by Yu.B. Borev, the principles

of psychology of art by L.S. Vygotsky, as well as the bibliotherapeutic concept of art by

Yu.N. Drescher. This problem is solved by both classical and contemporary literary works which can

be readin extracurricular reading lessons under the Federal Work Program of Basic General Education
in grades 5-9. The priority settings in the review analysis and interpretation of texts based on an aesthetic
approach is the choice of themes, motifs and images of art in the works during the wartime period:
poetry, music, painting, dance. The key idea of the researchis the idea of the greatness of culture,
the high healing, protective and life-creating role of art in the extreme social circumstances

of the wartime, the victory of art over fear, nonsense and hopelessness. The article shows

the possibilities of using overview and one-dimensional analysis in the practice of extracurricular
reading lessons within the framework of a cross-cutting topic or problem. Certain methodological
approaches to the analysis allow us to choose this or that aspect of the problems of the literary text about
the war, to place the necessary accents. The materials of the article can be used to organize project
activities in high school.
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
