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Patriotic education in literature lessons dedicated to the Great
Patriotic War (based on the material of the blockade periodicals)

Abstract. The given article aims to study patriotic education in literature lessons dedicated to the Great
Patriotic War. Its methodology is determined by the works of the famous Russian religious philosopher
and writer L.A. llyin. The learning material is blockade periodicals which are used in literature lessons

as a means of patriotic education of students. The following system of pedagogical methods was used

in the research: study of sources, diagnostics, design and development of lessons on the research topic,
method of expert assessments and analysis of students’ project works. The content of the article

is a study of a little-known layer of Leningrad periodicals, and it is introduced into a wide scientific and
pedagogical use for the first time. Two literature lessons and an extracurricular activity were developed
based on the material of blockade newspapers. The content and organizational form of the first lesson
is a lecture by the teacher and a conversation on questions that are offered to students to understand



the information received and to consider during the upcoming independent work. The second lesson
is a seminar session, where senior pupils participate in a discussion of the content of the blockade
newspapers and the genres of the main sections, and also listen to and discuss their fellow-students’
small project works. And the final event in extracurricular work suggests creation of a literary
composition based on the material of the blockade periodicals (group work) and its presentation.
Various forms of conducting lessons and tasks for organizing the reading and research activities

of students are offered.
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
