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Approaches to compiling recommended reading lists to support school
extracurricular reading

Abstract. In the current context, in accordance with the regulatory and legislative framework governing
Russian education, efforts are being made to promote the moral, spiritual and patriotic upbringing

of the younger generation, in part through the study of literature. While federal curriculum guidelines for
the subject “Literature” at the levels of secondary and uppersecondary general education incorporate
the achievement of intended personal and subjectspecific learning outcomes through the study

of morally and patriotically themed literary works in the classroom, extracurricular reading has long



remained overlooked. This article aims to establish criteria for selecting literary works to be included

in recommended lists for extracurricular reading. The study is conducted as part of a government
assignment focused on the modernization of school libraries, including the expansion of library
collections with works studied as part of the basic general education programs. The research employs
the following theoretical and practical methods: defining approaches to creating and updating
recommended reading lists; analyzing existing recommended lists and revising them based on expert
assessments; compiling a list of contemporary authors’ works with a patriotic focus; and facilitating
broad discussions within the professional community on selections for extracurricular reading. The lists
recommended for extracurricular reading include works by authors traditionally studied in school as part
of extracurricular reading programs, as well as contemporary writers whose works are considered
uncontroversial, free from content that could provoke undesirable debates or ambiguous interpretations.
The creation of recommended reading lists featuring contemporary patriotic literature for extracurricular
reading represents an unprecedented step in modern school literary education.
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
