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he life of genius: New book about N.S. Leskov’s life and his historical
and literary insights

Abstract. A review of a new book about N.S. Leskov shows the achievements of modern literary
criticism in the field of studying the “overlooked genius”, exposes complex problems of the theory and
history of science, analyzes the concept of M.A. Kucherkaya, who created a largely new, original,
documentarily vivid portrait of N.S. Leskov against the background of his historical, cultural, spiritual and
literary searching. It describes in detail the facts of his biography that were overlooked by researchers
of the 20th century. N.S. Leskov’s polemic with critics and publicists of his time is openly presented. It
is emphasized that he was an “inconvenient” prose writer, as he did not fit into any literary trend of his
time and often opposed public opinion and the authorities. The novels “No Way Out” (“Nekuda”),

“The Cathedral Folk” (“Soboryane”), “Neglected People” (“Oboidennye”) are considered. The issues

of religious ethics and the writer’s position regarding the coverage of righteousness and the Orthodox



theme in general on the pages of his works are discussed. Attention is drawn to the unusual style and
language of N.S. Leskov’s works, a special onomasticon, emphasizing the writer’s interest in Slavonic
tradition. It is noted that the characters of many of his works and the storylines reinterpreted

by N.S. Leskov are autobiographical in nature. It is concluded that M.A. Kucherkaya’s book is of a meta-
genre: it is a study, a documentary narrative and a novel with pronounced elements of suggestiveness
of style, the author’s intonation, emotionality, artistic dialogues and monologues. The analyzed work
will be useful for practical teachers and scientists who are into studying the literary process

of the 19th century in the context of the traditions of the Russian classics and its reception in modern
science.
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
