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“And the muses were not silent”: Extracurricular reading of books
about the siege of Leningrad by teenagers (development the “historical
empathy”)

Abstract. The author aims to find methodologically significant grounds and conditions for dialogue with
today’s teenagers about the Great Patriotic War in extracurricular reading lessons of books about

the siege of Leningrad. The existential approach and the provisions of V. Frankl’s logotherapy make

it possible to focus the analysis of works on the idea of "healing with meaning" through creativity,
experience, and attitude, which is addressed both to the heroes of literary works and to school readers.
Fundamental to solving the problem is the focus of extracurricular reading on the development

of “historical empathy” (I.A. Kolesnikova). The involvement of schoolchildren in solving axiological
situations related to how creativity, art, and books strengthened the human in a person under



the inhuman trials of the blockade and genocide, and the search for an answer to the question of why
the muses were not silent in Leningrad, is a prerequisite for empathic dialogue in extracurricular
reading lessons. The methodological tools for the development of "historical empathy" include
annotated reading, stylistic analysis of the text, selection of musical illustrations, audio staging, reflexive
translation of the characters’ dialogue to themselves, value choice, filling in the pages of a two-part
reader’s diary, selection of archival blockade photographs for illustration. The author implements

the stated goal on the basis of autobiographical books for teenagers that can be considered “returned”:
A.A. Krestinsky’s “Boys from the Blockade”, E.E. Fonyakova’s “Bread of that winter”. The literary context
includes the lyrics by N. Krandievskaya-Tolstoy, the memoirs of L.Ya. Ginzburg, O. Rodstein.
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
