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Addressing the poetry of the peoples of Russia when studying M.A.
Sholokhov’s novel “The Quiet Don”

Abstract. One of the key tasks of modern literary education is to form the spiritual image and moral
guidelines of the younger generation based on familiarization with moral and aesthetic national and
universal values. In solving this problem, students’ understanding of the cultural values contained

in the literature of the peoples of Russia plays an important role. On this basis, they should have a holistic
view of the multinational artistic worldview. A productive way of such comprehension is the method

of integrated study of Russian literature and poetry of the peoples of Russia. In the process of such work,
students are able to comprehend the harmony of the typical and unique in the verbal art, to enrich



their developing inner spiritual world with the multifaceted beauty and wisdom of the poetry

of the peoples of Russia. In this regard, it is advisable to refer to the works of national poets

in Russian literature lessons as a comparison of similar images and motifs. The article offers
methodological material for a lesson on M.A. Sholokhov’s “The Quiet Don” in grade 11. This material
includes specific examples of referring to the poetic works by M. Karim, K. Kuliyev and R. Gamzatov
in the process of analyzing the figurative system, problematics, motifs, moral and aesthetic values

of the novel as a means of literary illustration with the elements of the comparative analysis. This
comparison, in an expanded cultural context, simultaneously helps students to see, comprehend and
understand the depth and archetypical nature of Sholokhov’s images, vitality, dramatic and tragic
character of the artistic conflicts of the novel. It also reveals artistic features of the poetry

of the peoples of Russia to the students. Such research activities are very fruitful and promising for
the formation of a thoughtful reader’s functional reading, the development of their analytical abilities,
interpretive skills, and the spiritual and moral education.
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
