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Images of motherhood and childhood in the book A.T. Tvardovsky
“Homeland and foreign land”

Abstract. The year of the 80th anniversary of the Victory of the Soviet people in the Great Patriotic War
also marks the 115th anniversary of the birth of the wonderful Russian poet, writer, and front-line soldier
A.T. Tvardovsky. Better known for his lyrical masterpieces, outstanding poems, he is less familiar

to readers as a prose writer. At the same time, his prosaic heritage, especially the book “Homeland and



foreign land,” is a significant phenomenon in the history of Russian literature. The theme of the war

in it is comprehended in different aspects, including the fate of those whom the fighters defended

at the front — wives, mothers, children. The article aims to reveal the substantive depth, features

of the writer’s embodiment of these images, that lyrically and with deep feeling reflected the events

of the war, the people’s life of those years, the fate of Russia. Methodologically, the article is based

on an integrated approach, including the use of historical-cultural, historicalliterary, comparative-
historical methods. The analysis of the works allowed us to come to the following results: the images
of mothers-women and children are among the key ones in the writer’s book, the narrative about them
is distinguished by a special intensity of lyrical experience; the childhood carers became the embodiment
of the spiritual beauty of a Russian woman, greatness of the mother’s feat; in Twardowski’s work, it was
not only the “tear” of one tortured child that found its reflection in children’s destinies, but the universal
crying and grief of many little sufferers; the image of Mother Russia appears a cross-cutting image

in the novel that determines the overall tone of the story; the pages of the book are imbued with faith

in the victorious power of the people, their creative energy.
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
