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Lines about education in the autobiographies of two prominent
satirists (“Autobiographical Notes” by G.B. Shaw and “Autobiography”
by B. Nushich)

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to draw attention to the importance of self-education

of individuals raised in far from perfect educational systems, the flaws of which are described

by Bernard Shaw and Branislav Nusi¢ with the irony inherent. The cultural-historic and comparative
methods help to make several theoretical accents concerning the genre of autobiography. An
autobiography follows a path (according to Yu.N. Tynyanov) from a literary fact to an everyday mode
of life. The genre of autobiography is associated with the genre of confession but loses the aspect

of repentance, and sometimes even sincerity, acquiring secular features while maintaining interest

in the inner life of a person, their formation (the case of J.-J. Rousseau’s “Confession”). Parodic and



ironic attitude towards the genre of autobiography: a) makes it possible to highlight its leading features:
subjectivity, the desire to create a positive image, sometimes through conscious whitewashing

of the character and his actions; b) reveals the fundamental difficulties in its creation: unconsciously
involving outside people in the narrative who may disagree with the author’s concept of presentation and
characteristics, the lack of the possibility of an objective attitude of the author towards themselves, since
in different situations a person’s point of view of themselves changes. A skeptical view of the low level
of expectations of potential readers and a verdict on their generation takes the narrative beyond

the meaningful features of the genre. Biographies are often inaccurate, as proved by numerous
corrections in subsequent editions. Nevertheless, artistic truth can be more objective than factual and
photographic accuracy.
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
