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“Tell me, what does human mean?”: The case study of studying works
of various genres in M. Gorky’s oeuvre in literature lessons and
extracurricular activities

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to present the case study of studying works of different genres

in M. Gorky’s oeuvre. The introductory part focuses on the scale of the personality of the twentieth-

century writer who is called an “event” in the history of literature, and a review of updated
methodological approaches to studying works of various genres in school teaching. The article presents



a methodology for studying the writer’s literary works which allow a modern student to make reading
discoveries, to get acquainted with M. Gorky’s “genre experiment”. One of the lessons described

in the article is called “What is a story?”, it suggests getting familiar with the story “How Semaga was
caught”, discussion with the inclusion of a system of tasks and questions. Another lesson, “Physiology

of the essay”, sets students up to perceive a genre of a feature day-to-day essay that is unusual for many
students, the difficulty in perception, however, is overcome by the choice of one of the most striking
works —“The Book”. The analytical and creative tasks offered to students draw them to the concept

of “book” and bring them to a high level of reflection on the culture of reading in human life. M. Gorky’s
creative experiment in the fairy-tale genre is represented by “Russian Fairy tales”, interesting for a reader,
in which the folklore image of lvan the Fool is fundamentally reinterpreted, and the philosophical fairy
tale “The Old Year”. The tasks system helps students to understand the uniqueness of the author’s fairy
tale in M. Gorky’s work. In conclusion, the article suggests referring to school educational films in class
and extracurricular activities, the inclusion of which in the literature lesson contributes to the creation
of problematic situations, leads to “reader” and “spectator” disputes, which, in our opinion, greatly
contributes to the development of philological and general culture of students.
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
