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Working with an educational text in literature lessons in grades 5-6

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to identify the role of purposeful and systematic work with
an educational text in Literature lessons in grades 5-6 when forming a qualified reader based

on a strategic approach and taking into account the principle of continuity. The methodological
justification and description of the model of teaching strategies for reading educational texts at different
stages of reading activity (pre-communicative/pretextual, communicative/textual, post-
communicative/post-textual) are given. The methods used were the following: theoretical analysis
of scientific publications on the problem under study; modeling; educational experiment; analysis

of student performance. The article reveals a methodology for working with biographical texts from
Literature textbooks for grades 5-6 edited by V.Ya. Korovina on the topics “L.N. Tolstoy” and
“A.P. Chekhov”, focused on the formation and development of important skills in the aspect

of continuity: to find keywords and to formulate open-ended questions for the text; to make a visual



on the educational text; to create a secondary text based on the original one. When testing

the developed learning model, positive dynamics were recorded in the development of the skills

to perceive, analyse, systematize, critically evaluate and interpret what was read, which make it possible
to achieve both subject and meta-subject results in mastering the Literature curriculum (in particular,
mastery of cognitive universal learning actions: basic logical actions and actions for working with
information). The results of the study make it possible to assert that systematic work on teaching
strategies for reading educational texts of different genres of a popular science speech style contributes
to the formation of a qualified reader.
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
