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Childhood holiday: Orthodox Christmas in memoirs of the turn
of the 19-20 centuries

Abstract. The article deals with understanding of the memoirs of Russian literature at the turn

of the 19-20 centuries which reveal their authors’ perception of one of the main events in the life

of Orthodox people — the Nativity of Christ. The purpose of the work is to identify and analyze those
traditions of family life and upbringing of children that were especially pronounced on this holiday

of childhood, forming the spiritual and moral values of those entering life. Methodologically, the article
is based on an integrated approach, including the use of biographical, historical-cultural, historical-
literary methods. The study of the sources allowed us to come to the following conclusions: Christmas
was perceived by the authors of memoirs not only as the most important holiday of the Orthodox
calendar, but also of the whole family; preparation for it brought together, united relatives, creating

an atmosphere of love and joy; the expectation of the holiday was not reduced to the observance
of external rules, the children were explained its spiritual meaning; the image of the Christmas Star had
a special impact on them —the image of the harbinger of the miracle of salvation and joy; decoration



of a Christmas tree, gifts, other festive actions remained in children’s memory as a manifestation

of parental care, heart feelings; the most important life lessons on such days were examples

of the fulfillment of the holy covenants of mercy; the customs of celebration that existed in families,
today have educational potential, are able to help when forming a human personality worthy of their
original purpose.
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
