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Strokes to the portrait of the era: Studying Nekrasov’s oeuvre
by V.E. Evgenyev-Maksimov during the Great Patriotic War

Abstract. The article is dedicated to one of the most prominent scientists of Soviet Russia, the founder
of Nekrasov studies, the initiator of the creation of memorial museums of the poet in Leningrad and
Yaroslavl, the founder of Nekrasov conferences and scientific selections on studying the life and work
of the great Russian poet. The fate of the scientist is closely intertwined with the walls of Leningrad State
University, to which he devoted most of his life, being not only a research fellow, lecturer, but also

the first head of the department of the history of journalism. Evgenyev-Maksimov’s studies

on Nekrasov did not stop even during the Great Patriotic War, which he met in besieged Leningrad.
Patriotic duty prompted the most prominent scientists to subordinate their knowledge and experience
to the interests of the front. V.E. Evgenyev-Maksimov did not interrupt his usual university work either,
performing it as conscientiously as during the peacetime. In February 1942, the university was
evacuated to Saratov, where work continued in Saratov laboratories, at enterprises, in hospitals.



The scientist, like his colleagues, courageously endured all the hardships of the besieged city and Saratov
life in evacuation. The surviving correspondence of Yevgenyev-Maksimov, partially presented in our work
testifies to the large volume of work and difficulties of life. The theme of patriotism in literature became
central to the Department of Literary Studies. The study and promotion of the heroic traditions

of the Russian people, the history of the partisan movement, the civil war became an area of interest for
historians. To show the courage and spiritual strength of Soviet scientists, their dedication to science and
contribution to the common cause of Victory using the example of one of the brightest personalities

of the Soviet era is the goal of our work.
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
