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Zh. Derrida on the University and the situation in modern humanities

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to use a particular example to identify and critically comprehend
some essential features of the poststructuralist-postmodern discourse on the most important social
structures and institutions, as well as the situation in the field of modern humanitarian knowledge.

The article offers a critical analysis of the views of the famous modern French philosopher J. Derrida.
The article focuses on the prerequisites, foundations and status of rationality in modern
humanitarianism and the associated destinies of the university institution. Criticism of the Derridianist
conceptis conducted from the standpoint of historicism. It is shown that the French philosopher’s
critique of rationality in his work is conditioned by the post-structuralist “philosophy of plurality” and
the utilitarianism and technologization of knowledge characteristic of the post-industrial “consumer
society”. The author traces the connection between Derrida’s concept and Nietzschean

(the philosopher’s priority over the scientist) and Fucoldian (humanities as a stake in the struggle for



power) ideas. The transformations that have taken place in the cultural consciousness of the West over
the past century are illustrated by comparing the views of a French historian and a thinker

of the 19 century ). Renan and J. Derrida on the tasks of philology and its relation to philosophy.

It is concluded that historicism, the most important principle of scientific and artistic consciousness

of the 19th century, is being replaced by universalism and ahistoricism. In Derrida’s rhetoric, there
are manifestations of the aestheticization of scientific discourse (the cult of novelty and originality).
Derrida’s critique of rationality is interpreted as one of the manifestations of posthumanism, and his
search for “arkhe”, a kind of “pre-rational”, irrational primordial essence and the root cause of "ratio"

is interpreted as a manifestation of ahistoricism.
