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Axiological interpretation of the recurring motifs in A.l. Kuprin’s story
“The Garnet Bracelet”

Abstract. One of the key objectives of teaching literature in modern schools is to form and develop
students’ reading culture. Solving this problem is directly related to creating conditions for students
to achieve personal, subject-specific, and meta-subject-specific results. These results are focused

on the formation of holistic ideas about the world around us and the valuesemantic sphere

of the student-reader’s personality. One of the most effective ways to develop and enrich students’
reading culture in literature classes is through the analysis of literary texts based on the axiological
interpretation of the motif structure of the work under study. The article provides a theoretical
justification for this approach and reveals methodological ways of axiologically oriented research



of the motif structure of A.l. Kuprin’s short story “The Garnet Bracelet” in a literature lesson

in grade 11. The motifs of the sea, roses, and eternal music are examined in the context of Russian
literature in comparison with the works of poets and prose writers of the 19th and 20th centuries

(V.A. Zhukovsky, A.S. Pushkin, F.I. Tyutchev, A.A. Fet, |.S. Turgenev, |.A. Goncharov, L.N. Tolstoy,

V.M. Garshin, A.P. Chekhov, N.A. Zabolotsky, and A.A. Voznesensky). Through this axiological analysis

of the recurring themes in “The Garnet Bracelet”, students are able to gain a deeper understanding

of the literary work’s artistic, moral, and philosophical values, as well as its cathartic intentions. This work,
based on a detailed analysis of the story in relation to the cultural context of Russian literature, helps
students develop their skills and abilities to interpret literary texts, thereby expanding and deepening
their understanding of the artistic worldview.
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
