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Texts about first love in extracurricular reading lessons (semiotic
approach to analysis)

Abstract. The article examines an important aspect of the moral and ethical issues of modern children’s
and adolescent literature — the theme of falling in love and first love. The relevance of addressing this



topic is due to both the peculiarities and needs of adolescence associated with increased “intimate and
personal communication” and the complex nature of the issue itself, which includes different facets

of spiritual and moral education of adolescents. The aim is to offer the Literature teacher methodological
material for extracurricular reading lessons in grades 5 to 9, including modern texts about first teenage
love and tools for their analysis and interpretation. The article offers an approach to analysis and
interpretation based on the ideas of semiotics by Yu.M. Lotman, as well as on the works

of methodologists dealing with the problems of extracurricular reading — I.S. Zbarsky and V.F. Chertov.
The relevance of the semiotic approach to text analysis is determined by the peculiarities of the symbolic
and iconic reality of digital aesthetics, in which a modern teenager grows and develops. The teacher

is offered various techniques and strategies for analysis and interpretation within the framework

of the semiotic approach: building binary oppositions, developing a communicative event, compiling

an “alphabet of love languages”, etc. At the same time, attention is also paid to traditional methods

of analysis: highlighting signs of feelings and emotions of heroes, feelings “portraying”, thinking, adding,
reflecting on the hero and the reader, etc. It is this kind of comprehensive toolkit that makes it possible
for students to discover the richness and originality of the poetics of works about first love from the point
of view of their unusual expressive and pictorial world. The authors of the article conclude that the choice
of fiction works for children by contemporary writers about first love can contribute to the growth

of a teenager’s reading motivation, as well as become an experience of their growing up as readers.
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
