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“...He makes you happy and will make you happy more than once”
(on the 100th anniversary of I.S. Zbarsky’s birth)

Abstract. The article, written for the centenary of Isaak Semenovich Zbarsky (1925-2004), highlights and
examines the key stages of his life, which largely determined the directions of his scientific and



pedagogical research over more than half a century of activity. Drawing on the memories of his students,
the authors consistently show how I.S. Zbarsky’s pedagogical activity began, with much attention paid

to its “special” period (1957-1970) when the methodologist worked at the legendary Second School
of Moscow: this period became the basis for subsequent scientific and methodological research. It was
during his work at the school, according to the authors, that Zbarsky acquired his teaching style: he
managed to combine literature and theater in his pedagogical activity, not only as a teacher of literature,
but also as the creator, artistic director and director of the Literary and Theater Collective (LTC). Based
on the comprehension of his school experience at the beginning of his professional activity

as a methodologist, the scholar creates a method of commented expressive reading and shows how

it can be implemented in practice. Candidate (1973) and doctoral (1993) dissertations of I.S. Zbarsky's
recorded the main areas of his research — the interrelation between class and extracurricular reading

as a condition for the literary development of schoolchildren and the formation of their reading
independence. The results of the research activities of the methodologist in the field of studying drama
in school, as well as extracurricular reading of schoolchildren were embodied in the teaching and
methodological kit on literature, which was created by the staff of the literature laboratory

of the Research Institute of Schools, where I.S. Zbarsky worked from 1967 to 2004. An important area

of his work in the laboratory was the supervision of post-graduate and doctoral students who worked
in line with the approaches to school literary education developed by him. This fact convincingly shows
that the research of the methodologist has a powerful scientific potential.
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
