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Abstract. This article explores the historical knowledge of the Leningrad methodological school,

a topical issue in literature teaching. Its founders of the school were Professors Z.Ya. Rez and

M.G. Kachurin, both veterans of the Great Patriotic War. The given study aims to highlight the scientific
work of the methodologists of the department and the formation and development of the Leningrad
school during the “methodological thaw” of the 1960s. During this time, principles of methodological
science were formed, new methodological research was developed, new approaches were established
in developing the emotional and aesthetic perception of literary texts and the research activities

of students-readers in literature lessons, an individual approach, and a desire to support and develop
the creative abilities of students. It is concluded that, when working with schoolchildren-readers,



a 21st century teacher should know the history of the development of the methodological thought and
understand that new approaches to teaching literature, the desire to develop the creative abilities

of students, student research and project activities in literature are the discovery of the 20th-century
methodologists, on the basis of which a person-oriented approach, value-semantic technologies and
pedagogical strategies in teaching literature, modern resources of digitalization and media education
in teaching literature at school are formed. In the future, in the 21st century, research, aesthetic and
creative activities of students can be transformed and developed by scientists and practicing teachers

in school teaching of literature and become widespread in writing research projects by schoolchildren.
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
