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Biographical and psychological aspects of the dominant motif
of loneliness in the poetry of M.Yu. Lermontov

Abstract. The given article aims to study the dominant motifof loneliness in Lermontov’s poetry.

The biographical and psychological methods of analysis have been used to find out that the emergence
and development of this motif in his poems is caused by two factors. Firstly, Lermontov’s life and work
took place in the era of Romanticism, the aesthetics of which is based on the opposition of the poet
and society. Definitely, the social and individual melancholy of those years had a significant impact

on the formation of Lermontov’s worldview. Secondly, the poet’s life was filled with difficult experience
and love dramas. Childhood that was spent without parents, education by the grandmother who loved
her grandson very much and Lermontov’s predominantly female environment and lack of male upbringing
formed his contradictory character and led to fatal isolation from the society. Also, within the framework



of this study, an attempt is made to classify his poems about loneliness, depending on the direction of his
lyrics and the life circumstances that led to the creation of certain works. As a result, four thematic groups
are identified: the loneliness of an orphan who felt anguish over his fate, loneliness as a result

of dramatic love, the loneliness of a romantic who did not share the values of the smart society, and

the loneliness of a thinker who did not find the meaning of life and his place in the world. Thus,
loneliness appears to be not only the most important, but also a diverse motif of his work, showing that
even such an understandable and simple feeling wasn’t homogeneous in the soul of the poet, whose
loneliness was personal and at the same time — pervasive.
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
