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Expressive reading by a teacher in a literature lesson: Traditions and
modern practices

Abstract. The article addresses a pressing issue: the role of the teacher’s expressive reading

in the moral and aesthetic education of school students in an era where the digital environment and clip-
thinking are actively displacing the practice of deep emotional text perception. In this context,

the researcher turns to the pedagogical legacy of V.V. Golubkov, a renowned methodological scientist,
creator of a fundamental methodology, and author of an academic textbook on methods of teaching
literature. Using the analysis of his personal experience and methodological recommendations related
to studying Leo Tolstoy’s story “Prisoner of the Caucasus” as an example, the educational potential



of a teacher’s reading aloud is revealed. The author of the article emphasizes that an approach based

on sincerity and naturalness can create a special emotional atmosphere in the classroom, stimulate
students’ imagination, and foster their deep, personal interest in Russian classical literature. Significant
focus is placed on the development of V.V. Golubkov’s ideas by his scientific school of thought at MPGU
which defines expressive reading as a crucial element of professional training of literature teachers.

The modern subject “Reading Practices,” oriented towards a broader spectrum of the reader-text
interaction, including media texts, hypertexts, digital educatory sources and other contemporary formats,
is presented as a necessary transformation of the “Expressive Reading” subject, triggered

by the challenges of the time. The article showcases modern forms of implementing V.V. Golubkov’s ideas
within the digital environment in the domestic and foreign teaching practice (e.g., academic courses
“Expressive Reading” and “Reading Practices,” recitation competitions for students and schoolchildren,
the “Recitation Programs” project. It is concluded that it is necessary to organically combine traditional
methods, like those of V.V. Golubkov’s, with modern educational technologies to foster a holistic,
spiritually developed individual.
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
