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V.A. Sukhomlinsky’s pedagogical legacy and methods of teaching
literature: Points of intersection

Abstract. The article deals with the analysis of the intersection points of V.A. Sukhomlinsky’s pedagogical
heritage and methods of teaching literature. It examines the works of the Soviet educator-pioneer, which
could have a connection with the contemporary theory of his time and methods of teaching literature,
and potentially influence the practice of school literary education. It is noted that Sukhomlinsky’s work
focuses on the study of the reading interests of his students, attempts to influence these interests, and
develop the reading culture in schoolchildren, including through the creation of a literary and educational
space centered on the book. The article pays special attention to the fundamentality and theoretical
thoroughness with which the educator approached all his research, as well as their innovative spirit;

the article analyzes his reflections on the content, goals, methods and techniques of studying literature
at school, on working with preschool and primary school readers, on reading techniques, children’s



literary creativity, word-making lessons in nature, and also examines Sukhomlinsky’s lists

of recommended works of fiction which were not included in the curriculum of the Soviet school.

The prospects for further research of V.A. Sukhomlinsky’s pedagogical heritage are also outlined

in the context given by the article: methods of teaching literature and learning in collaboration; methods
of teaching literature and the educational environment; the role of the teacher in the student’s reading
life; direct and indirect influence of V.A. Sukhomlinsky’s ideas on the development of methods of teaching
literature.
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
