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Living heritage: The experience of the military generation of
philologists and modern literary education

Abstract. This article provides an overview of a major scientific and socio-pedagogical event held
in November 2025: the 5th International Congress of Teachers of Russian Literature, dedicated



to the 80th Anniversary of Victory in the Great Patriotic War, held at Lomonosov Moscow State
University. The event also covered the International Scientific and Pedagogical Forum “Word of Historical
Truth,” a series of events held at Moscow Pedagogical State University. The article presents information
on current issues in literary and philological education in schools, discussed during the congress and
forum activities, including plenary sessions, sections, roundtables, research and practical conferences,

a literary salon, and discussion platforms. The author highlights conceptual issues in philological
education that concern today’s scholars and practicing teachers (the place of Russian literature

in the modern world, the potential of digital technology and artificial intelligence in teaching the Russian
language and literature, continuous pedagogical education and professional development of literature
teachers, the training of researchers and teachersin the field of the Russian language and literature,
etc.). Assessing the challenges of the current situation, she outlines possible solutions, as noted

in speeches at the 5th International Congress of School Teachers of the Russian Language and Literature
and Higher Education Instructors. She confirms the need to address historical memory in the national
pedagogical tradition. Among the author’s conclusions, it is worth noting the following: the need to return
to a deep, thoughtful reading of the classics, including works about the Great Patriotic War,

as the foundation for personality development; caution in the use of “technologization” of instruction
and artificial intelligence in relation to literature as a subject; and the revival of the best traditions

of Russian literary education.
