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N.P. Mikhal’skaya — scholar and educator: On the 100th anniversary
of her birth

Abstract. The article is devoted to the life and creative path of a scholar and science organizer,

an Honored Worker of Science, a holder of awards of the Order of the Red Banner of Labor (1975) and
the Order of Friendship (2004), an Honorary Professor of Moscow Pedagogical State University, Nina
Pavlovna Mikhalskaya, an author of training courses, university and school textbooks and reading books
on the history of foreign literature. The article provides an overview of the history of three
generations of a pedagogical dynasty closely associated with Moscow Pedagogical State University
(the Second Moscow State University and the Institute named after Bubnov), an overview of the books
and educational materials written and compiled, traces the path of development, the influence

of the family, and the reflection of childhood and youth impressions in subsequent work and a well-
formed sense of citizenship. The article emphasizes the personal qualities of a prominent scientist, her
high level of organization, openness to new ideas, sincere and deep interest in people, ability to see
the essence of things, and loyalty to her teachers. The scholar’s contribution to Dickens studies, her



professional interest to Slavonic literatures, and the introduction of the names of modernist writers,
ideas, and approaches of imagology into Russian literary studies are noted. The article includes a number
of responses and opinions from established scientists, who are associated with N.P. Mikhalskaya in their
fields of work, on her personality and contribution to the history of Russian science. These responses
reflect not only the unconditional recognition of the importance of a unique personality capable

of shaping and changing the cultural space, and everything she has done in science and education, but
also are evidence of the direct influence of this personality on students, colleagues and processes taking
place in the scientific and educational environment.
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
