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Explanatory dictionary for primary school: The problem of vocabulary
selection

Abstract. Primary school students have a limited vocabulary, and many words, found in literary texts

in textbooks on reading, are unfamiliar to them. Existing explanatory and general dictionaries for
primary school do not include most of the words found in literary textbooks. Therefore, there is a need
for an explanatory dictionary for primary school that explains the meaning of such wordsin a language
that primary school students can understand. However, the weight of a dictionary, which serves

as a teaching aid for primary school, is strictly limited by sanitary norms and regulations (SanPiN), so

the glossary of such a lexicographic publication cannot be large. This poses the problem of selecting
vocabulary that is necessary and useful for primary school students. To address this issue, words,



hypothetically unknown to schoolchildren, were selected from literary works included in the reading
textbooks. However, the list of words turned out to be too extensive for a teaching aid, so very rare and
obsolete words that were used only once were excluded from this list. Experiments were then conducted
which revealed that a primary school dictionary needed not only obsolete words frequently used

in literature, but also modern lexemes, uncommon for everyday speech, as many primary students, who
participated in the experiments, were unaware of their meanings. Further vocabulary selection was
conducted taking into account word frequency and their cognitive and didactic value. Thus, the dictionary
comprised the following words: 1) lexical units frequent in literary texts but uncommon in everyday
speech and, therefore, unfamiliar to children; 2) words useful for describing a person or a landscape,
illustrating polysemy and homonymy, and interesting from the standpoint of etymology and word
formation.
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
