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The folklore image of the defender of the motherland in the perception
by modern schoolchildren

Abstract. The article discusses the formation of ideas about the image of the defender

of the motherland in the system of school literary education (based on the material of folklore).

The issue of studying Russian folklore has been updated. The main methods were the analysis

of the school reader’s perception, the analysis of the Federal work program and articles on the research
issues. The purpose of the study is to identify the perception of the defender of the Motherland image
in folklore works by modern schoolchildren. The analysis of the Federal work program revealed that
the largest number of hours spent on studying folklore falls on elementary school, although folklore
characters are also addressed in preschool educational institutions as part of additional classes or even



during the main ones. This workload is distributed mainly to literature and music lessons. At the same
time, modern animations have a significant impact on the perception of folklore images — already

in the author’s interpretation. On the one hand, they distort the original image of a folklore character,

in this case a hero, even outwardly transforming it, changing the set of character traits, social circle, list
of tasks and responsibilities, but on the other hand, they draw attention to folklore texts, giving new life
to their characters, transferring them in time and space, make them closer and clearer to modern youth,
they affirm faith in the victory of good over evil. During the folklore lesson, the residual knowledge

of a group of modern schoolchildren (mainly elementary school students) of folklore material within

the curriculum was revealed. The stages are described, the key aspects of the lesson with a practical
component are highlighted. During the course of the joint discussion of the texts, the collective image

of the defender of the motherland in the perception of younger schoolchildren was recreated — both
verbally and graphically (drawings).
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
